Sunday 28™ November — Advent Sunday J\Ch”d’en's Ministry
Read: Jeremiah 33:14-16
Today is a special day in the Church Year — it is the start of the Church Year. We start by preparing
for Christmas and marking the four weeks leading to Christmas. This is called Advent. Advent is a
time of preparing and praying. It is a time of excitement and joy. It is also a time of patience!
Sometimes it feels like Christmas will never get here! In our reading today we hear in the Old
Testament what is going to happen — ‘in those days and at that time...he will be called our righteous
saviour.” Long ago, before Jesus was born people called prophets began to tell people what was

going to happen — when the time is right, a Saviour would be born. Advent is a time to prepare for
the celebration of the birth of a Saviour!
